	Prerequisits:

	For inclusion in the subject Russian language in tourism 1 –  elementary level A1 (absolute beginners) there is no need to have preliminary knowledge of Russian language.

	Content (Syllabus outline):

	The subject content is adapted to the comminication in tourism sphere (catering, hotels, animation, wellnes and healthcare programmes), in the frame of elementary level (A1, according to the Common European Framework of Languages /CEFR/).

The students get to know Russian alphabet, basics of Russian grammar, general and profesional communication in number of the most typical speech situations (self-presentation, presentation of the employed collegues, description of the commercial offer in tourism /hotel, restaurant, agency, touristic destination, wellness and spa-centers/, giving of essentiaton information (desription of services, information about price conditions, time-table, final billing, reclamation treatment), in frame of professional communication at the hotel and touristic agency reception. The topics mentioned are taught in the amount, adjusted to the elementary, breakthrough,  level (A1, according to the CEFR)

The emphasis is given on the intercultural differencies, important for successful communication with pepole form different parts of Russian-speaking world (holidays, traditions, religion, which are important for correct culinary and animation touristic offer).

In frame of planned terrain/extra curricular forms of study the students get experience of direct contact with Russian speaking people (guided visits to the Russian shop in Lucija, Russian culinary workshop, visits of different events, organized by the Russian diaspora in Slovenia, e.g. Russian Carnival – Maslenica, etc.).

In this way the students, completed their elementary level (A1), get prepaired to learn profesional communication in Russian, in frame of subject »Russian language in tourism 2«, at the next, waystage  level (A2).
